Curriculum/Materials Available for Purchase

 

Rainbow People Curriculum (all ages)

Designed to be used at home AND at school, this includes eight key values.  Many of the values will be familiar to students and families, but are presented in a Jewish context.  May also be used as a core outline for family education programs.

 

Text Study Units (Grades K-5)

These text units come with extensive suggestions for developmentally appropriate activities geared towards different learning styles which may be used to teach core concepts.  Included are the following: Creation (Gr K-1); Noah (Gr 2); Abraham (Gr 3); Joseph (Gr 4); and Exodus (Gr 5).

 

Holiday Spiral Curriculum (Grades 3-6)

This curriculum spirals through the intermediate grades, focusing in depth on one or two holidays each year.  It contains extensive developmentally appropriate teaching strategies geared towards different learning styles.  The following holidays are explored at these grade levels: Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur (Gr 3); Chanukah and Purim (Gr 4); Sukkot (Gr 5); and Simchat Torah (Gr 6). [Note: Pesach (Gr 5) may be taught through the Exodus unit, above, available separately.]

 

SiddurQuest (Gr 7)

SiddurQuest is designed to provide pre-Bar and Bat Mitzvah students with an opportunity to explore the Shabbat Morning Service Amidah in depth.  Using a side-by-side translation of each of the six brachot (blessings), students work in chevruta (learning partners) to discover layers of meaning within the prayers.  Study questions were designed to guide the students’ work.  Upon completion of the unit of study, each students are asked to provide an interpretation of the prayer through a variety of media.  A Home/School companion is available for this curriculum.

Judaism and Human History: Impact and Influence (7th grade)

This curriculum presents the history of Judaism as a dynamic, evolving, and pluralistic civilization.  Typical religious school curricula focus on the question:  “How should I be Jewish?” yet overlook a far more important question:  “Why should I be Jewish?”  The premise of this curriculum is that being Jewish is a time-tested way to become a better person and to make this world a better place. It includes an in-depth unit on the Holocaust experience.  Curriculum-in-a-box includes teacher materials, one audio CD, and four books used as primary resources.

DWYPs (Gr 3-4)

Aka “Do With Your Parents,” this workbook is designed to foster family communication on a wide variety of values and family experiences.  It can be adapted for students on either end of the recommended grades.  
Oral Hebrew Language Program (Grades PreK-2)

This set includes 150 full-color flash cards. Topics include Animals, Body, Clothing, Colors, Family, Holidays, Home, Nature, Numbers, and School.  Also included are 25 “social interaction” cards, which provide simple sentences which can be incorporated into classroom routines.  Flash cards are approximately 7”x3” and can be used by the teacher for whole-class instruction or to label objects.  Suggestions for implementation are included, as is one full-color master for duplication of student cards.  Cards include pictures, Hebrew, transliteration and English meaning.  The transliteration allows the cards to be used by teachers who are not fluent Hebrew speakers — and may be covered up for those who are. 

 

My Jewish Holiday Book
Written for nonreading students (preschool, early elementary age, students with reading difficulties), this book is an overview of the Jewish holidays. It incorporates picture symbols to consistently represent key concepts.  The English words appear below the picture to aid in comprehension.

 

Family Experience Programs (PreK)

These are family education programs focusing on the holidays.  Parents and students work together to gain an understanding of key concepts through art, music, reading readiness, math, and movement activities.  Designed for active learning, each program is approximately two hours in length.  Programs available include the following:  Fall Holidays, Shabbat, Chanukah, Tu B’Shevat, Purim, Pesach, and Yom Ha’Atzmaut.
